PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 133/83, temperature 96.3, heart rate 78, respiration 18, blood sugar 159 and oxygen saturation 90% on 4 liters nasal canula. HEENT: Benign. Neck:  Supple. No JVD noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest: Rising even and symmetrically. Cardiovascular: Regular rate. Regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x 4. Neurological: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatological: Shows no suspicious lesions.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Obese female. Continue current therapy and diet control.

2. Anxiety. Continue current medications.

3. Asthma and COPD. Continue current medications and oxygen supplementation as needed. Continue CPAP at bedtime.

5. GERD. Continue current medications.
