HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Moten is an 88-year-old African American female seen today on round. She is new to this facility and was admitted for right femoral neck fracture. She underwent a right hip hemiarthroplasty on 12/26/22. She is here for continued rehabilitation and physical therapy. She has past medical history significant for anemia, coronary artery disease, constipation, dementia with Lewy body encephalopathy, GERD, hypertension, insomnia, metabolic encephalopathy, neuropathy, osteoarthritis, osteoporosis, Parkinson’s disease, and vitamin deficiency. The patient has no acute complaints at this time and has done well since her admission. She denies any pain. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision changes, hearing changes or bleeding. There are no acute complaints from the bedside nurse at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As previously mentioned.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Acetaminophen, aspirin, ergocalciferol, and ferrous sulfate.

ALLERGIES: No known food or drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives locally at home with her family. The patient denies smoking, tobacco, or drinking alcohol. No history of IV drug abuse. No history of STD.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: A 10-point of review of systems is negative other than what is mentioned above.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 124/62, temperature 98.2, heart rate 65, respirations 18, and oxygen saturation 100% on room air. HEENT: Benign. Neck: No JVP noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest: Rising even and symmetrically. Cardiovascular: Regular rate. Regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x 4. Neurologic: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatologic: Shows no suspicious lesions.

ASSESSMEN/PLAN:

1. Right femoral neck fracture status post right hip hemiarthroplasty. Continue pain control and routine followup with orthopedics.

2. Dementia Continue current therapy and assistance with ADLs.
3. Vitamin deficiency. Continue current medications.
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
