HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Thomas is a 90-year-old African American male seen today on rounds. He is hemodynamically and clinically stable. He was recently admitted to the hospital with nausea and vomiting. He is G-tube dependent and has history of gastroesophageal cancer. He was seen by MD Anderson, but patient declined chemotherapy and radiation therapy. He has past medical history significant for coronary artery disease, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, peripheral artery disease, CVA, COPD, esophageal gastric carcinoma, iron deficiency, chronic kidney disease, chronic back pain, and esophageal cancer. The patient is here for continued rehabilitation and treatment. Since his admission, the patient is doing well. His G-tube site does leak bile and the patient was informed that he needs to go the emergency room to check placement of his tube. The patient declined going to the emergency room. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision changes, hearing changes or bleeding. There are no other acute complaints from the bedside nurse at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As previously mentioned.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Coronary artery bypass grafting, left heart catheterization, right carotid endarterectomy, partial gastrectomy, EGD, colonoscopy, hernia, and G-tube placement.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Acitretin, clonazepam, guaifenesin, hydroxyzine, Astepro solution, metoclopramide, metoprolol, mupirocin, and Tylenol.

ALLERGIES: IODINE.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives at home with his wife. He is a former smoker. He denies alcohol use. Denies IV drug use and denies any history of STD.

FAMILY HISTORY: Significant for breast cancer and stomach cancer.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: A 10-point of review of systems is negative other than what is mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 139/47, temperature 97.3, heart rate 61, respirations 18, and oxygen saturation 98% on room air. HEENT: Benign. Neck: Supple. No JVP noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest: Rising even and symmetrically. Cardiovascular: Regular rate. Regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x 4. The patient’s G-tube site does have redness and bile like drainage. Neurologic: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatologic: Shows no suspicious lesions.

ASSESSMEN/PLAN:

1. Possible G-tube displacement. The patient deferred emergency room. We will continue to monitor.

2. Esophageal gastric carcinoma. Continue routine followup with MD Anderson.

3. Anxiety. Continue current medications.

4. Hypertension. Continue current medications.
