Thank you for your continued support.

This is an 85-year-old male who comes here for followup. He has mild anemia, which has been symptomatic and it appears to be from myelodysplastic syndrome. He also has GERD and history of hypertension.

SYMPTOMS: Today, he says he feels fine but he is always tired.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. The patient also had history of BPH. He is on medications.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Today, he weighs 165 pounds, height 5 feet 9 inches tall, and blood pressure 148/88.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS DATA: Recent lab on 01/12, WBC is 4.9, hemoglobin 13.3, hematocrit 40.2, platelets 172, and CMP essentially unremarkable

DIAGNOSIS: Anemia most likely from myelodysplastic syndrome.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him Procrit 40,000 units subQ and see him in two weeks.
