This is a history and physical examination on Dawn Coughlan.

This 62-year-old female comes here for establishing PCP. She smokes one pack per day for about 40 years. She does not drink and does not take any drug. She moved here from Arkansas in November 2022.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is on dialysis. She has diabetes since age 12 and she has been on lisinopril as well. She also takes Cardizem for hypertension. The patient had cholecystectomy. She had total abdominal hysterectomy with bilateral salpingo-oophorectomy. The patient also had retinopathy since 1978 especially in the left eye. She checks her glucose four times a day and she is on sliding scale with Humalog also takes Lantus 10 units daily. She had laser surgery for the left eye. She is on dialysis.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Lantus 10 units and Humalog sliding scale. She is on lisinopril, Cardizem, Trelegy for COPD, and she is also on Crestor.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 89 pounds, and blood pressure 142/62.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry bilaterally.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Advanced diabetes mellitus with retinopathy.

2. Chronic renal failure. The patient on dialysis.

3. Hypertension.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and check her CBC, CMP, hemoglobin A1c, and lipids once available we could make further recommendations.
