PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable and the patient did not have musculoskeletal abnormality.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient has no history of alcohol use, substance abuse, or drug abuse. He was very actively doing exercises prior to this injury.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right wrist examination reveals tenderness of the rib joint and restricted movement upon flexion and extension. Handgrips are bilaterally equal.
Right thumb examination reveals tenderness of the extensor tendon of the thumb and it is tender on palpation. Handgrip is painful.
Examination of the right wrist also exhibits tenderness of the scapholunate ligament and it is tender on palpation.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
