PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed in detail.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has adult children three. The patient is currently retired and he does exercise at home on daily basis. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no suprapubic tenderness or CVA tenderness. There is no organomegaly and bowel sounds are active.
Genital examination is unremarkable without any hernia.

Rectal examination is deferred since the patient is seen by urologist and has prostate exam.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate with a cane.
Musculoskeletal examination does not have any significant tenderness. However, the patient has chronic pain in low back upon activities.
