Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Mr. Berry with chronic kidney disease, obstructive uropathy, and self catheterization.  Last visit in July.  Denies gross blood or infection in the urine.  Chronic back pain, few teeth removed, severe back pain radiation to the right sciatic to see neurosurgeon in the near future.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  No gross edema.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  Hard of hearing baseline.  Review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medications reviewed.  For the tooth removal couple of days of ibuprofen already stopped.  Takes no blood pressure medicines.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure was 140/70.  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  No gross skin or mucosal abnormalities.  No gross JVD.  Lungs and cardiovascular within normal limits.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  Compression stockings, no edema or focal deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries January, creatinine 1.8 baseline for a GFR of 37 stage IIIB.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal and no anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Obstructive uropathy, follows with Dr. Witzke, self catheterization, no gross bleeding or infection.

2. CKD stage IIIB, stable overtime, no progression, no dialysis.

3. Blood pressure upper normal, no medications,

4. All other chemistries associated to the kidneys within normal limits, stable nutrition.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Calcium, phosphorus and cell count normal.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Avoid antiinflammatory agents.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
