Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. Reed with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in August.  Left sided rotator cuff surgery done at Beaumont Hospital.  No complications.  Doing physical therapy two times a week.  Still wearing a sling.  Planned for some surgery on the left thigh.  No changes in weight.  Appetite is stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Urine without infection, cloudiness or blood.  No incontinence.  Denied chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  No dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  Has neuropathy on the feet stable without ulcers.  Review of system otherwise negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Blood pressure metoprolol.  Cholesterol treatment.  He has stopped the Neurontin.  No antiinflammatory agents.

Physical Exam:  Today weight 261 pounds.  He is 75” tall.  Blood pressure 112/60.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No carotid bruits or JVD.  No ascites or tenderness.  I do not see edema or focal deficit.  Mild decreased hearing.
Labs: Chemistries January creatinine 1.4, which is baseline for a GFR of 51 stage III.  Sodium, potassium and acid base normal.  Nutrition, calcium and phosphorous normal.  PTH not elevated.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III stable overtime not symptomatic.

2. Normal size kidneys without obstruction.  No reported urinary retention.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled, not symptomatic and all chemistries stable.  Come back in the next six to nine months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
