The patient presents to the office with complaints of sore throat, congestion, and cough for three days, with normal vital signs.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of breast cancer in 2018, with removal of both breasts, diverticulitis, bladder mesh surgery, and implants. Also, with history of migraines with complaints of occipital frontal headache for the past month with some throbbing associated with mild congestion, not helped with over-the-counter medications including Excedrin.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep tests which were negative.
DIAGNOSIS: The patient diagnosed with parainfluenza non-type A/B flu, history of breast cancer, pharyngitis viral and migraine type headaches.
PLAN: Given prescription for Imitrex, Zithromax, and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up as needed and to continue regular yearly followup with oncologist.
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
