CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of right ear pain, with nausea and vomiting per chief complaint.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient complains of sore throat four days ago with clearing. He states he called Teladoc and was given prescription for AcipHex. Today, he describes right ear pain and vertigo with vomiting x1 at work, comes in here for care.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative. He states he has not had any medical evaluation or workup in a longtime.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise negative and noncontributory.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Wife has anxiety disorder and is unable to drive, works at Martin Dealership here in Cleveland and lives in Deer Park
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Slight elevation of blood pressure 138/92. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Trace of cerumen in external auditory canal. Tympanic membrane partially visualized. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep test in the office, which was negative.
Because of symptoms, the patient was given Toradol 60 mg IM with clearing of vertigo present in the office because of having to drive home. Because of history, the patient was given a prescription for Zofran and Antivert and a prescription for amoxicillin with recommendation to follow up here next week in a few days for further evaluation, considering ENT evaluation. Recommend him to have blood work and ultrasounds done here for a more thorough care with history of obesity as well.
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
