CHIEF COMPLAINT: “I have an abscess on my right arm.”
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a master plumber, 82-year-old, lives with his wife. He is here with his daughter. They have a Medicare HMO which do not take and they could not be seen in his regular physician’s office and did not want to go to the emergency room, but he is here today for evaluation. He did have a pimple on his right forearm which has turned into an abscess that requires treatment now.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, gastroesophageal reflux, and BPH.
MEDICATIONS: Rosuvastatin 10 mg, omeprazole 40 mg, amlodipine 5 mg, Flomax 0.4 mg, Lexapro 10 mg, lisinopril 20 mg, and Coumadin 1 mg different times different doses. He is on Coumadin because 20 years ago he had a heart attack and he has been on Coumadin since then. He did have some blood work done at Quest couple of weeks ago. His wife wants to get the INR for us and were going to do blood test initially, but they changed their mind.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: We have an 82-year-old gentleman. He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 186 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 92. Blood pressure 131/77.

HEENT: TMs are red and irritated because of his hearing aid.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2 with ectopics.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash. Abscess 3.5 cm, right arm.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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PROCEDURE: After consent was obtained, the area was anesthetized and cleansed. Abscess was opened and then packed with iodoform gauze.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abscess right arm.

2. Rocephin 1 g.

3. Augmentin 875 mg.

4. Return tomorrow for removal of packing.

5. INR two weeks ago within normal limits. We will try to get those records.

6. No lab at this time.

7. He does have otitis externa, otitis media on the left side. The Rocephin and the Augmentin should help. I am also going to give him a Cortisporin Otic suspension to use as well. Come back tomorrow.
