It is about 10:44 p.m. in India, Sunday, January 22, 2023. I got a call from my answering service 979-361-7877. Call was from Mary and Ted Scerra. They both had tested positive for COVID and wanted to get some advice. I took their number and called them and talked to Ms. Scerra. Ms. Scerra said Mr. Ted Scerra could not take the booster because he got the chemotherapy for his bladder cancer and they have advised not to take any COVID boosters. She has taken the COVID boosters. She is diabetic. She has high blood pressure. She states most of the symptoms are just generalized body aches and fatigue, but she states her husband has started coughing quite a bit and I suggested different treatments including Paxlovid treatment and just because Mr. Scerra has coronary artery disease, has had a stent placement and now he is COVID positive and has had bladder cancer and recent treatment with BCG vaccines, I think he should go to urgent care and be tested to just be sure he is not hypoxemic or pneumonia. Otherwise, if they do not feel sick and do not have high fever, they can take Tylenol, but going to urgent care would be their best option. I told them to take him and her both. They told me they live in Franklin, but it is not hard for them to go to any of the urgent cares. I even suggested Integrity Urgent Care or CapRock Urgent Care. I told them I will call them again two or three days later as to what happened and they can call me again anytime if they wished.
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
