CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen following being bitten in the right shoulder in life skills class by a 9-year-old boy few hours previously with complaints of increasing swelling and pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in no acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Skin: Multiple contusions to right deltoid shoulder with slight swelling and 1 to 2+ tenderness without evidence of lymphangitis. Extremities: Remainder exam of extremities within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Human bite, right shoulder, with early cellulitis suspected.
PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin 1 g IM with prescriptions for Augmentin, Bactrim, and mupirocin. Apply topical care with Betadine soaks and to return in the morning for further evaluation and additional Rocephin injection. Advised to go to the emergency room if continues to have increasing pain and swelling to the right shoulder if necessary. Otherwise, we will see in the morning to evaluate progress and status.
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
