Dear Dr. Lazo:

Thank you for referring Ms. Julietta Iglesias for evaluation and treatment of positive syphilis serology. In brief, this is a 90-year-old female who tested positive for syphilis on a routine screening test. The titer of 1:4 is usually indicative of prior treatment or newly diagnosed; however, the patient has no current sexual activity. Her husband died in 1978 and we have no knowledge of his medical history. Furthermore, the patient denies any history of syphilis diagnosis or treatment in the past.

At present, Julietta is completely asymptomatic and neurologically intact and doing remarkably well for a woman her age. Despite this, a low level titer of 1:4 with a positive FTA-ABS may be seen with latent syphilis and in view of this, out of an abundance of caution, I have initiated therapy with benzathine penicillin 2.4 million units intramuscularly weekly for three weeks. The patient tolerated well and is going to return to you for a followup. The patient will have three-month followup serology and results will be forwarded to you as soon as possible.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in the care of your patient’s.
