History: Ms. Lisa McDonald is a 61-year-old white female who called me stating she is having frequency, burning, dysuria and some hematuria. She states she has had urinary tract infection in the past; last one was about 3 to 4 months ago, she was given some antibiotics with improvement, now it has recurred again. The patient is not running any fever or chills. Does not have back pain. She states she has no chills. The patient was advised she has urinary tract infection. She is advised Azo over-the-counter, cranberry juice, p.o. fluids and advised that we will need to do a urine culture five days after she finishes the antibiotics as this is a second one within three months. The patient understands its use. I told her we will call in Cipro and she will get over-the-counter Azo. She will drink plenty of fluids. The medicine was called in to Walmart on Harvey Mitchell Parkway and Villa Maria. The patient will be seen in the office in two weeks for a UA and urine for culture and sensitivity. Precautions to prevent further UTI explained. Advised to defer Coca-Cola and other soda drinks. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
