1. Long-standing diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Possible cardiomyopathy.

4. He is on chronic dialysis.

He states last week he got a call early in the morning from the Dialysis Center that the patient was advised to go to the emergency room as an outpatient and get 1 unit of blood transfusion. The patient was shocked at that and he ended up going to the Dialysis Center and he did not want to go to emergency room to get the blood transfusion, so he went to the center. He was seen by Dr. Prosperity who did the test again at St. Joseph and the test was found to have hemoglobin of 9 and that prevented an ER visit. The patient has high ferritin levels and a decent iron level. The patient was not short of breath; however, the patient is referred to cardiologist for testing including chemical stress test and an echocardiogram. The patient is little leery about getting a chemical stress test in view of his kidney problems, but I told him that just remind them that that is what he has, so that they can make a proper decision of what test to order for him.
