HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old female patient here. Mother is here with us. There is a complaint of a growth like process on the left leg. She has had it there for several weeks now. Mother states it seems to be growing. There are no other issues that are brought forth in today’s episode today.

The patient has been doing fairly well. She has not recently been ill. No complaints of pain or hospitalizations or recent illness. She maintains her normal bowel and bladder function as usual.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/76. Pulse 100. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.5. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 83 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. 
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
Examination of that left leg reveals a wart-like structure on the anterior lower leg approximately 3 or 4 inches above where the ankle would be. They are wanting that removed today.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Viral wart. The patient will not get that removed today. We are out of the liquid nitrogen. I explained that we could burn it off if she wanted to do that. We would have to numb her up and she is refusing that for right now. She prefers to wait for the liquid nitrogen. I have also offered some other alternatives such as over-the-counter compound W. She may explore that as well. At any rate, she will think about it and return to clinic in another week, but I have asked her to please make an appointment for this. No other issues brought forth. The patient will return to clinic as needed.
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
