Mr. Taggart is a 77-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1996. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and metastatic colon cancer spreading to the right hip, the right shoulder, and his thoracic cavity including his lungs and liver metastasis. The patient is currently undergoing chemotherapy once every two weeks for a total of 12 infusions. He has had a total of 4 infusions so far. He is followed by Florida Cancer Center. The patient recently moved here from Gainesville, Florida. He checks his blood glucose twice a day. His last hemoglobin A1c was 7%. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. He is currently on Jardiance 10 mg once daily and Novolin 70/30 80 units twice a day. His fasting blood glucose this morning was 102. The patient reports a decreased appetite and states that he had a partial removal of his liver and will be having a PET scan soon to see if the cancer has not spread anymore.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 7%. We are going to recommend Novolin 70/30 80 units twice a day and Jardiance 10 mg once daily. I will bring him back in about six to eight weeks to make sure that we do not have to make any dose adjustments due to the fact that he is undergoing chemotherapy and his appetite might decrease and therefore, that may mean that we have to decrease his 70/30 insulin dosing.

2. I discussed hypoglycemia and how to treat. I discussed the risks of hypoglycemia and the need to possibly decrease his insulin therapy in the future.
3. For his colon cancer, he is followed by Florida Cancer Center and he is pending a PET scan soon.

4. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy and check a lipid panel.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in his management.
