HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 12-year-old young man here with a complaint of right upper eyelid swollen and much erythema. He also complains of a sore throat. He has had these symptoms for two days. He woke up this morning with swelling to the right upper eyelid and also has irritation to the left eye as well. He has been itching both eyes.

No nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or fevers. No abdominal pain.

No activity intolerance.

He is not taking any medications for relief of his symptoms. Symptoms are better with rest and worse on activities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ADHD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: ADHD medication.
ALLERGIES: This patient has no known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. he is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/72. Pulse 89. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 99% on room air. Current weight 106 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light and extraocular movements are intact and within normal limits bilaterally. There is no change in his vision. The patient does have conjunctival inflammation and erythema, more so on the right eye. He also has swelling and edema to the right upper eyelid. At both eyes, the inner canthus has discharge of yellowish color although not a profuse amount. You could tell that his upper eyelids have been matted to the lower and verbalizes that his eyelids were stuck shut this morning upon waking. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema is present. Oropharyngeal area: Erythematous. Strawberry tongue present. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
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LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a strep test which was negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute conjunctivitis. The patient will be given tobramycin ophthalmic 0.3% one drop to each eye q.4h. for the next two days. Stop rubbing the eyes. Good hand hygiene has been recommended and return to clinic or call if not improving.

2. Acute pharyngitis and otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 500 mg p.o. three times a day for the next seven days, quantity of #21.

3. His cough does not seem to be very severe. We are going to skip that for now by way of medication. Mother will call if this cough seems to get worse. It is very intermittent and sparse and nonsignificant at this point.

4. They are to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic or call if not improving.
