HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 3-year-old little girl with a complaint of getting a rash on her chin. She also has associated fever. Interestingly, her brother was here yesterday with a solid case of impetigo. It is appearing as though she is getting that same rash as well. It is on her chin, areas of her neck and arms and on her hands, and also near her ear as well.

She does complain of having a sore throat as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Motrin.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. She allows me to interact with her without any issues.
VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 16. Pulse within normal limits. Temperature afebrile today; however, mother states that she was having a fever of 103 at home. She is continually giving Tylenol and Motrin to control the fever.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema present. Oropharyngeal area: Erythema is present. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Returning to the visual inspection, she does have impetigo type rash around her facial features; chin and upper lip and neck and also on her hands.
LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test and a strep test; the initial evidence of those that they are both negative.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Impetigo rash, also acute pharyngitis and otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days.

2. Mother will continue to monitor symptoms and make sure she gets plenty of fluid and plenty of rest, always encourage good hand washing technique and return to clinic or call if not improving.
