CC: The patient medication change requested.
HPI: An 88-year-old who when seen on 01/26/2023 requested discontinuation of nonessential medications and that was done. On 01/05/2023, the patient had requested a decrease in both his morphine IR and oxycodone IR. Morphine IR was decreased from t.i.d. to 8 AM and 3 PM with oxycodone IR 20 mg from q.12h. to h.s. only. The patient has gone a little over two weeks with this change and today wanted to be seen to have medications switched back to what they were originally. He states he realizes he has got a bad back that is not getting better. He has had pain that is just interruptive to his sleep and getting about his daily activity. So I saw him it was discussed and order written to resume morphine IR 30 mg tab t.i.d. with oxycodone IR 20 mg b.i.d. to be in between doses of morphine and that will start first thing in the morning.
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
