CC: ER followup and lab review.

HPI: A 50-year-old who was adjusting blinds in her room when they came down and she sustained a laceration on her right wrist. There was a lot of bleeding, sent to the ER, returned with Steri-Strips in place and the patient began wearing a black splint over the area to protect her wrist as she is active doing artwork. Today I wanted to see the area so I removed the dressing and the laceration is completely healed and looks clean. Removed Steri-Strips and told her she does not need to wear the splint anymore. The patient has a history of RA. She has had increased discomfort due to the cold weather. The patient has a lot of paints and other art work out which is her hobby and is currently just placed from her regular room due to the flooding from burst pipes. She looks forward to getting back to her room.
DIAGNOSES: Rheumatoid arthritis, ETOH related dementia, cervical disc disease, fibromyalgia, depression, peripheral neuropathy, asthma, ataxic gait and spondylolisthesis.

MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., MVI q.d., Cymbalta 60 mg q.d., IBU 200 mg b.i.d., FeSo4 160 mg q.d. a.c., sulfasalazine 500 mg q.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s. p.r.n., B-complex q.d., and D3 2000 IU q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and interactive, able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/70, pulse 62, temperature 97.4, respirations 18, and O2 sat 95% and weight 118 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R or G. PMI nondisplaced.
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RESPIRATOR: Normal effort and rate. Lungs fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is ambulatory. She has ataxic gait. No lower extremity edema. Moves arm in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Small healed horizontal laceration on her right wrist at the lateral aspect and removed the Steri-Strips as it has healed. Remainder of skin is warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She makes her needs known specifically wanting to get her right wrist looked at so she could get rid of the splint. She is aware of her memory deficits and knowledge when she cannot answer questions.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Rheumatoid arthritis followed by Dr. Ana Kumar. She has regular followup with her and no exacerbations. Increased joint discomfort due to cold weather, which is not new.

2. Right wrist laceration healed. Dressing removed. No further treatment indicated.

3. Nicotine dependence. Reviewed again the benefits of quitting and if she needs assistance with that she will let me know.

4. General care. There is really nothing further to do and at this time the patient is stable.
