CC: Drivers’ license discussion.

HPI: A 71-year-old who has let daughter know he wants to get a drivers’ license. She then provided me with paperwork from DMV that requires multiple questions to be answered from a physical and psychological perspective as to whether this is a patient who qualifies for driving. I was frank with the patient regarding this and that some of his memory issues would have to be acknowledged should he seek a drivers’ license. There is no date for him to be out of facility and that is per daughter. The patient didn’t bring up when he would be leaving as if she is his POA and I believes that he needs to be in facility. Again, the patient has a history of alcoholism with total disregard for his personal care when active.
DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia, alcoholism in remission, glaucoma and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Lexapro 10 mg q.d., Zetia 10 mg q.d., Flonase p.r.n., Imdur 60 mg q.d., Namenda 10 mg q.d., Remeron 7.5 mg h.s., Protonix 40 mg q.d., and D3 2000 IU q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished male, seated in room, cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 150/91, pulse 73, temperature 98, respirations 16, and O2 sat 96%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is independent in ambulation. He has trace LEE ankle and pretibial area. He moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Understands given information. He is able to ask appropriate questions including having the paperwork to look at.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Fair turgor.
