CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after MRI of the lumbar spine.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his back pain is much better now and he took short course of Medrol Dosepak and now the patient is able to ambulate without any difficulty and he does not have radiating low back pain. The patient has an appointment to seen pain specialist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and it improved after resting.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals no significant tenderness of the soft tissues of the lumbar spine and the patient is able to bend forward up to 50 degrees with no significant pain and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
