CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his blood pressure has been high because he is under stress since he had accident and the patient thought that he missed blood pressure medication yesterday and the patient does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath and he is ambulatory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling or tremors, or focal weakness.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Slow heartbeat, which is normal for him and he is at his baseline. Otherwise, there are no cardiac murmurs.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and he would benefit from home visiting nurse for which the patient agreed for his chronic care management and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
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
