CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for anemia.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had a fasting blood test and results reviewed and discussed in detail and the patient never had anemia in the past and he did not notice any change in the stool color or stool habits. The patient does have history of constipation and he has not seen any blood in the stools.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, blood per rectum, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or generalized weakness.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
