Ms. McCombs 96-year-old white female who used to live by herself and somewhere in December, she told me that she will feel better if she moved in with her son and daughter-in-law. Her daughter-in-law has been the usual person who brings her to the office for care. So she has moved in with her daughter-in-law. She has a room of her own and she is fairly independent, staying with her son and she came in for followup today stating she stopped her Lasix. She states after she urinates, she feels she drained completely. She states she self has increased her amiodarone to 200 mg a day. She stopped taking her furosemide. She was on it basically two to three times a week. The patient does not appear any short of breath, but feels extremely weak and tired. Her legs are not any unusually swollen. There is no pitting edema.

Physical Examination:
General: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, is using a cane or a walker for ambulation.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. 

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. 

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

The Patient’s Problems: Possibly prerenal azotaemia. I have ordered CBC and CMP. Medicine changes done by the patient noted. New medication list reconciled. I will see her in the office this coming Thursday after her labs. I did order the labs. The patient did not tell me that she did go to the emergency room in the middle of January. I only got some lab results of that which did show some prerenal azotemia and signs of dehydration, but I will visit with her once I get the labs done on 02/06/23 or 02/07/23 along with BNP.
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
