SPRINGER, ALEN
Mr. Springer is a 78-year-old gentleman with history of MF JAK negative requiring transfusion every two weeks. Hemoglobin has been as low as 5 before with known coronary artery disease and ACS. He is also very tired with shortness of breath. The patient has been treated and there has been hospitalized numerous times for transfusion and other treatment for endstage bone marrow fibrotic endstage MS myeloproliferative (myelofibrosis) with a small population of CLL. He is on weekly deferral. He did receive ibrutinib in the past for his CLL, but had to be stopped because of pancytopenia. He has a history of acute myelogenous leukemia, chest pain, shortness of breath, fatigue, hepatomegaly, history of low testosterone, muscle wasting, myelofibrosis disease, splenomegaly, decreased appetite, decreased weight, currently weighs less than 130 pounds. He used to weigh 153 pounds previously. The patient is no longer interested in any transfusion and wants to be kept comfortable at home before he passes on. Given his aggressive fibrotic endstage MF with CLO component, he most likely has less than six months to live and he is expected to do poorly given above mentioned findings. He has a KPS score of 40%. He has bowel and bladder incontinent. He is bedbound and he is now sleeping about 18 hours a day. The patient does require pain medication and anxiolytics to help symptoms of pain and anxiety and lives with family members at home. He is very much suitable for hospice and is expected to live less than six months.
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
