SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Teresa was in a good mood and pleasant affect. She was at job and described she is doing well. She likes the job and she is also having good environment at home as her grandkids are living with her. She denies any hallucination or any paranoid delusion. Denies any side effect of the medication. There is no akathisia, restlessness, tremors or any dystonia. She described Prolixin 1 mg at bedtime has been helping and off and on she takes Benadryl 25 mg at bedtime as recommended. The patient was given insight into her difficulties and appreciate her compliance and followup and consistent with the medications. She denies any symptoms of psychosis or mood swings or any symptoms of anxiety.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic, symptomatically stable. No symptoms of psychosis, anxiety or depression. No involuntary tremors.

PLAN: Continue Prolixin 1 mg at bedtime and Benadryl 25 mg daily. A 90-day supply of the medication was given. The patient is seen every three months.
