Thank you for this referral and your continued support.

Arthur is an 83-year-old male who presents today with symptoms of weakness. The patient initially was diagnosed to have anemia secondary to chronic kidney disease. His EGFR was low at 35. His hemoglobin was around 11. The last hemoglobin that we have now is 11.8 and hematocrit is 36.7 so it has improved. The patient symptoms also has improved.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Today, he weighs 179 pounds and his blood pressure is 126/66.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Anemia secondary to chronic kidney disease.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him 40,000 units of Procrit subQ and we will see him in two weeks. We will also check CBC and CMP today.
