HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 14-year-old male patient here with complaint of headache, mild sore throat, and body aches. He seems to be feeling better today. However, he was wanting to be evaluated. Mother brought him in today. He maintains his normal activity levels. He has not really been running any profound fevers. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. No complaints of pain anywhere.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ADHD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any drugs, alcohol, or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/79. Pulse 86. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 190 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. Oropharyngeal area, mild erythema. Ears are within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Mildly obese, soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test, strep test and COVID test, they are all negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Headache and body aches. The patient will be given Motrin 600 mg p.o. three times daily p.r.n. as needed #30. Once again, the strep test, flu test, and COVID test was negative. He did not verbalize any other symptoms such as cough. We will just go with the Motrin today. He will monitor his symptoms, get plenty of rest, plenty of fluids and return to clinic or call me if not improving.
