HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 15-year-old young man is here for followup to a sore throat. He was at her facility on February 2, 2023, he tested positive for strep throat at that time. He continues with the sore throat. He thought by now it would be completely gone. He is here for followup. He has been on amoxicillin for approximately five days. He is another five days to go.
No new complaints. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. No chest pain or shortness of breath. No abdominal pain.
ALLERGIES: No know drug allergies.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 141/85. Pulse 94. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 239 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Very mild tympanic membrane on the left nothing ominous. Oropharyngeal area definitely improving, but still much erythema is present.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
Remainder of exam is unremarkable.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute streptococcal sore throat. He will continue on the amoxicillin given on February 2, 2023, he has another five days to go. We will administer a Rocephin injection 1 g today and we will also followup and give him Diflucan 100 mg a day approximately for three days to thwart off any tinea type infection to the throat associated with this. The patient understands plan of care. Father is with him today. He is going to push fluids, monitor for improvement and return to clinic or call if not feeling better.
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
