HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a workmen’s compensation followup claim. She was last seen at our office on 02/01/2023. She originally came here with a complaint that she was helping to restrain a student, an autistic child and she was bit on the upper arm toward the right upper deltoid muscle. No change in how it looks today as far as there is no breakage of the skin, all the skin is intact. She states, at one point, it was scabbed over, there was a minor abrasion due to the teeth marks, but she was given antibiotics, it seems to be healing well. She has no new complaint. She only has a complaint that it seems to be bruised.
No other issues moving forward today.

Healing well; this is the last visit we will have with her for this workmen’s compensation complaint. She maintains full range of motion. She can perform all duties as necessary for her job.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizures and epilepsy.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x3 and cholecystectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is on a seizure medication.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/59. Pulse 66. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 98%.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.
NECK: Soft.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.
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Examination of the bite site to the right upper deltoid muscle, there is some ecchymosis and mild induration to that area as well, all the skin is intact. This contusion of bite is healing well. She does not need to continue the antibiotics. She can take over-the-counter Motrin for any ache or pain. I have advised her that the ecchymosis should diminish and resolve to normal presentation in a matter of two weeks.

No other issues today.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today, there were none ordered.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Contusion, human bite to the right shoulder, healing well. No additional medications will be given. This is the last visit for this workmen’s compensation claim. She can return to work without any restrictions.
