HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old little girl here today with a complaint of having a bump inside her mouth. She has had this for several months. She has never checked into it or told her mother. Recently, mother has discovered this and she is here for evaluation today. She states that the bump is painless, but bothersome. It gets in her way when she eats and chews food.

The bump is approximately one-quarter of an inch in diameter.

ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 123/68. Pulse 72. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.1. Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 84 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: All within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Again, within normal limits. No excessive erythema. Examination of the mouth on the lower lip on the right side, she does have this quarter inch round lesion that is raised as well. It seems to be causing her some problems. There is no bleeding. It is nontender. It is nonmobile. It is a raised lesion on the inside of her lip. The patient has not been recently ill as well.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Lesion inside the mouth. The patient will be referred to ENT for further followup. No prescriptions or medications will be given at this time.
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
