History: Mr. Seegers was here today after three months. He was wanting some of his medicines refilled. He takes antidepressants venlafaxine and mirtazapine mental health medicines. He has hypertension. He has diabetes and is on Synjardy. He wanted refill of several medicines. He has chronic pain including chronic low back pain and pain in the back and he is on a high dose of gabapentin. He states he was planning to retire, but has postponed it for the next six weeks. He states they were trying to teach him jujitsu, but the patient was not ready for it.
Mr. Seegers, we ended up having him fill out all the different forms; PHQ-9 and anxiety questionnaire and MMSE as he had it done a long time ago. He denies any chest pains or shortness of breath or nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain. I told him the side effects of gabapentin. He states he tried to reduce it, but it makes his pain worse. So, he is also taking the gabapentin; to note, he is on 300 mg one in the morning and three at bedtime. All the medicine reconciliation list was done, the patient’s medicines were refilled and he will be seen in the office in four to six weeks.
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
