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Patient Name: Chasity Curl
Date of Exam: 02/09/2023
History: Ms. Chasity Curl is a 39-year-old self-referred white female who is here because of severe mental health problems. She states she has severe mental health problems. She states she was able to get disability dating back to 2016 or 2017. She states she went to Arizona to apply for disability. She states she has multiple suicide attempts. She states she has multiple speeding tickets and could not pay for the tickets. So, she stayed at the local county jail for two weeks so that her tickets could be written off. The patient states she has been checked for HIV and hepatitis C and has been negative. The patient has been on Seroquel, aripiprazole, and Prozac. She has also been told she has ADHD. She states she is on no medicine since May 2022. The patient showed us a Medicare card first and later she showed us the Medicaid card. From the Medicare card, it looks like she did see some doctor in November who did a Medicare physical on her. The patient states she has no idea who she saw. There were some notes of Health For All and it looks like MHMR has seen her, but does not want to prescribe any medication for her. Ms. Chasity Curl states because of her serious mental health problems she gave away her daughter who is 9-year-old for adoption to her mother and stepfather. Currently, she lives with them along with her daughter. She states her 30-year-old brother is also living with them, as she broke his engagement. The patient’s real father died at age 50 of severe colon cancer. So, the patient is a candidate to get colonoscopy or Cologuard at a younger age than usual. The notes that the patient brought revealed some notes of Dr. Nancy Dickey of 2020. There is also history that the patient has an IUD and the IUD is stuck in the uterine wall. The patient states she has an appointment to see Scott & White gynecologist and then have the IUD removed. I told the patient her story is very complicated and that I was not a psychiatrist, but would assist her since she has been off medicines since May until I am sure what is really going on with her; she does not even know what insurance she has. We will do blood work, EKG and CNS VS testing. The patient states she has no car and she cannot make an appointment because she is using somebody else’s car. So, once she has the vehicle with her for a while, she will call and make an appointment for CNS VS. I told her to get the labs and see her in the office in a week.
The Patient’s Problems:

1. Chronic major depression, recurrent.

2. History of suicide attempt.

3. History of mental health hospital admissions.

The patient’s mental health is so bad she had to give up her child for adoption. However, the adoption was done by her parents, her mother and her stepfather and the child is 9-year-old now. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
