Thank you for your continued support.

Our mutual patient Bruce comes here for followup today.

He is 62-year-old male who has advanced multiple myeloma. He had an IgG of 7462 and beta-2 microglobulin was 3.8 when we started him I think it was in September or October some thing like that thereafter he developed COVID and he was in hospital and then rehab for few times. Now he is feeling better. He comes for evaluation today. He is on Revlimid and dexamethasone orally and he gets Velcade subQ once a week. He also has COPD. He had respiratory failure so he is still on O2 at home I think he takes about half to one liter per minute especially while he is active. His last IgG level was significantly better now after consistent treatment for last three months his IgG is now 1281.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Today, he weighs 172 pounds and blood pressure 141/72.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Diminished air entry bilaterally.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Multiple myeloma now improved.

2. On chemotherapy.

3. COPD.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will continue VRD that is Velcade, Revlimid and dexamethasone for next few months until his symptoms improve and IgG stays normal for three months.
