Ms. McNary comes her for evaluation today. I have been seeing her for last 11 plus years. She is now 79-year-old. She has myelodysplastic syndrome and subsequent anemia. Her last CBC showed hemoglobin of 8.2 and hematocrit was 25. Her creatinine was 1.18.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Today, she weighs 175 pounds and blood pressure 133/52.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Anemia secondary to myelodysplastic syndrome.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Retacrit 40,000 units subQ and see her in couple of weeks.
