This is a progress report on Gideon Anoh.

The patient is here post hospital and rehab discharge followup. The patient was having some chest pain three weeks ago and he was taken to Presbyterian Hospital. He was hospitalized it was believed it was not heart but it was possible GERD. The patient subsequently also had elevated blood pressure with systolic pressure of 119, diastolic more than 100 and the patient had difficulty of walking. After few days of hospitalization and improvement of blood pressure the patient was sent to rehab and he was advised physical therapy and speech therapy. The patient also subsequently was discharged from rehab and now he is here for followup and requesting home health followup.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of Parkinson’s disease, history of type II diabetes, abnormal gait due to significant muscle weakness and cause of muscle weakness is unclear. Also, he has peripheral neuropathy and history of hypertension.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 75-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 tall, weighing 176 pounds, and blood pressure 131/76.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: Again, significant peripheral neuropathy and diminished power.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Diabetes mellitus and hypertension.

2. Parkinson’s disease.

3. Muscle weakness and mobility disorder.

4. History of gastrointestinal reflux.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will commend physical therapy, occupational therapy, speech therapy, and continue rehab.
