Lisa is 43-year-old female who comes here today with symptoms of extreme fatigue, weakness, and not able to do whole lot. The patient has history of chronic iron deficiency anemia. She has history of menorrhagia with excessive menstrual blood loss. Recently she also is complaining of hemorrhoidal bleeding so she is here for IV iron infusion. Her last CBC showed WBC of 8.2, hemoglobin of 9.7, hematocrit 32, RDW 26.1, and MCV 72. Her iron was 25 and ferritin was 15. She was given intravenous iron then and she is here again because she thinks she lost lot of blood.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of bronchial asthma and history of hypothyroidism.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 4-inch tall, weighing 286 pounds, and blood pressure 151/96 recheck 148/90.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Iron deficiency anemia.

2. Hemorrhoidal bleeding and menstrual bleeding.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and check CBC, CMP, and iron then we will give her INFeD 1 g IV and 250 sodium chloride today. Follow up on p.r.n. basis.
