Thank you for this referral.

Ceomia is a very pleasant 84-year-old female that I have been seeing last for several years. She comes here today with history of weakness, easy fatigability, and shortness of breath. Last time two weeks ago, her hemoglobin was 9.1 and hematocrit was 28.2. Her RDW was 28; however, her iron and ferritin were normal or high.

Her anemia is believed to be from myelodysplastic syndrome.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient also had history of colon cancer, which is now in remission.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is very pleasant 84-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inches tall, weighing 114 pounds, blood pressure 172/71.
Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia secondary to myelodysplastic syndrome.

2. History of colon cancer.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Retacrit 40,000 units today and we will check CBC and CMP next week.
