CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient with complaints of cough, congestion, fever and sore throat for today. The patient has history of autism and follows with Southeast Clinic here in Cleveland with pediatrician, psychiatrist and psychologist. According to the mother, he has been homeschooling this year, applying to followup program.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Complicated by family situation, lives with and raised by grandmother with mother, her son, and father with history of amphetamine abuse, sees them every other weekend whose mother alternately cares and is being raised primarily by grandmother.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu, strep, and COVID testing performed in the office all of which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Followup both non-A and non-B parainfluenza type virus with non-strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Zofran for nausea. Advised to observe with strep precautions. Advised to follow up here as needed. Continue with routine visits with pediatrician, psychologist, psychiatrist as needed.
