CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen for followup. He has been seen here recently x2; initially, for the flu type symptoms with followup, given amoxicillin a few days ago, here today with continued temperature reported by mother of slightly over 99, not able to go to school per guidelines at school, brought here for a recheck. States he is feeling better, continued low-grade temperature reported to be 100.6 yesterday and no complaints at present.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has history of asthma, uses inhaler, albuterol with nebulizer as needed and also has history of insomnia, takes melatonin 5 mg at bedtime. He has history of anxiety disorder, ADHD as well, but not given medications per grandmother and father’s request because of history of methamphetamine abuse, father now doing well, has visitation every other weekend alternating with mother; grandmother raising children.
He is still taking amoxicillin given the other day and reports episode of exercise-induced asthma two weeks ago, going to the emergency room with panic attacks. Reported history of molestation by 15-year-old older brother with Child Protective Services involved, now being raised by grandmother with the rotation alternate weekend by mother and father and father with history of meth abuse as above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Followup FUO, probable residual from flu non-type A/B, asthma by history with exertional asthma, adult attention deficit disorder by history without medications per request of son and mother because of worry about potential addiction.
PLAN: The patient advised to continue amoxicillin prescribed last office visit. States that he should be able to attend school without significant elevation of temperature. Given prescription for Z-PAK because of residual bronchial inflammation in chest if not responsive to amoxicillin. Follow up here as needed. Continued care with pediatrician, psychiatrist and psychologist at Southeast Clinic. Continued care with grandmother raising children and providing visitation to parents.
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
