MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Denies chills. Denies body aches. Denies increased temperature. Denies vomiting. Denies diarrhea. Denies abdominal pain. Denies neck pain. Denies stiff neck. Mother states that child is eating and drinking well.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented in no acute distress. Child is playing actively in his room with a toy. He has moist mucous members.

HEENT: Throat, no erythema, no edema and no exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile. Ear, normal light reflection. No effusion. No tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No tenderness to palpation. Normal bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: He is alert and oriented, no acute distress. Normal range of motion of lower extremities. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait. Sensory and motor functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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Flu, strep and COVID were done in the clinic today all studies were negative.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute pharyngitis.
