ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
HEENT: Throat, erythema and edema, no exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile. Nose, congested green discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.
NECK: Lymphadenopathy present bilateral.

RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute bronchitis.
2. Acute pharyngitis.
3. Cough.

4. Rhinitis.

5. Cervical lymphadenopathy.

PLAN: I will do a trial of amoxicillin for this patient for 10 days. Then I will add Singulair 10 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days. He was advised to increase fluids. Come back to clinic if worse. Go to nearest emergency room if we are closed.
