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This is a 62-year-old gentleman being certified for hospice care with history of neuro-cognitive disorder with history of Lewy body. The patient’s other comorbidities includes gastrotomy, pressure ulcers, Foley catheter, seizures disorder, and hypertension. The patient’s Lewy body has caused the patient to lose tremendous amount of weight to the point of requiring G-tube. The patient still has protein-calorie malnutrition and severe muscle wasting. The patient is not able to assimilate the medication there foods that is given to him because of his overall condition and hence the reason for the pressure ulcers mentioned above. He sleeps about 15 to 20 hours a day. KPS score is at 40%. High risk of aspiration. The patient is bedbound and total ADL dependent. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient also requires turning to reduce the pressure on the bony areas to reduce chance for developing further sacral ulceration. Seizures appeared to be controlled at this time. The patient has moved to a new facility (Capstone). He used to live with his sister Brenda who is the primary caretaker who reports much mental capacity, increased confusion to the point that he is no longer able to speak and has become nonverbal. The pressure ulcer of the sacrum is a stage II/III and the patient will never be able to heal this ulcer given his advanced disease and worsening dementia related to Lewy body. Hence he remains hospice appropriate, expected to do poorly and definitely has less than six months to live.
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
