The patient is a 93-year-old lady with history of heart failure and also suffers from dementia, behavioral disturbances, essential hypertension, type II diabetes, and hypothyroidism along with weakness. The patient has become profoundly weak since the last visit. The patient is not able to ambulate any longer. She has become more confused. She is eating very little. She has lost weight about 4.5 pounds since the last evaluation. The patient is short of breath at all times given her heart failure and has difficulty breathing with generalized weakness that was mentioned. She is confused, disoriented and forgetful. She eats very little. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. She has a high risk of aspiration despite being fed mechanically soft diet. Poor appetite with muscle wasting. KPS of 40%. ADL dependency with bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient is expected to do poorly given her worsening condition and demise since last evaluation and certification and definitely has less than six months to live.
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
