PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, breast cancer, and brain aneurysm.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Breast cancer and lumpectomy left side and brain aneurysm coil placement x3.

MEDICATIONS: Aspirin 81 mg once a day, rosuvastatin 40 mg once a day, Plavix 75 mg a day, hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg a day, lisinopril 10 mg a day.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She has been a heavy smoker or drinker. She loves to go to church and Praise The Lord.

FAMILY HISTORY: Stomach cancer and colon cancer in mother and father respectively.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She has been getting somewhat weak and short of breath with activity, but has had no chest pain, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizures, or convulsions. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: We find Ms. Lopez to be awake and alert. She has just got back from church.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80. Pulse 90. Respirations 18.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. Hypertension, controlled.

2. Breast cancer. The patient appears to be in remission.

3. Recent ER visit because of status post fall. No fracture or DVT noted despite swelling in her calves.

4. Increased cholesterol, controlled.

5. Short of breath, multifactorial. The patient is going to see her physician to get cardiac evaluation because she is getting short of breath with activity.

6. Increased cholesterol.

7. Continue with current medications at this time.
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
