The patient is totally bedbound. The patient has decubitus ulcer stage III and heel ulcer stage II, history of spinal stenosis which has limited her from any type of activity.

The patient recently had COVID-19 with pneumonia hospitalized on the ventilator. He has a PEG tube that she has receives tube feeding. She has lost a tremendous amount of weight. She will never be able to heal her decubitus ulcers because of the fact that she has protein-calorie malnutrition. She has a PEG tube that is not working well and her daughter has made an appointment with her gastroenterologist to replace the PEG tube. It is quite difficult for her to get to the doctor. She requires around the clock care requiring nursing care for wound care at home. She continues to worsen regarding her protein-calorie malnutrition and multiple issues and problems especially her decubitus ulcers that are nonhealing. Overall, prognosis remains poor for this woman.
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
